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1 Analysis

 
 
Nothing British, a campaign against the BNP and racism, is concerned about the creation of a 
European neo-fascist alliance that will see a nasty and violent brand of politics worming its way into 
the fabric of British political life.  
 
Britain has a proud history of rejecting fascism but with the election of Nick Griffin to the European 
Parliament and his subsequent strengthening of ties with other national socialists and violent 
extremists we may have no say in the matter.  
 
Nick Griffin is deliberately copying the successful strategies of his continental fascists. From France 
Griffin has modelled his party’s structure on Jean Marie Le Pen’s Front National such as surrogate 
organisations and Astro-turf (fake grass roots) groups. And from Hungary Griffin admires the way 
Jobbik uses messages that exploit the global financial crisis, rising disenchantment with the political 
classes and ethnic tensions to become a powerful force in the system.     
 
The consequences of this for Britain are potentially dangerous.  
 
Nothing British’s research has discovered that if this is not sufficiently tackled we will see a number 
of worrying trends that will start to develop in British society.  
 

 Confrontational dimension to UK’s society and politics.  

 Extremist parties acting as “conveyor belts to violence”, as with the case of Soho nail 
bomber David Copeland (former bodyguard to John Tyndall the former leader of the BNP).   

 Violence and aggression becoming more and more acceptable in society.  

 A return to playground and work- place racism.  
 

We also note that Britain’s membership of the European Union means that subjects like social 
cohesion, immigration and the economy need to be discussed in consultation with our foreign 
partners. But if the influence of neo-fascism is allowed to continue to grow unchallenged, Britain’s 
foreign partners could include the likes of Jean Marie Le Pen’s Front National and Kristina Morvai’s 
Jobbik, who see politics through the prism of race and nation. This would make the implementation 
of effective policy impossible.  
 
  
 
  
 
   

 
 

 

 

This briefing gives a detailed look at Kristina Morvai MEP and her neo-fascist party, Jobbik. It 
reaches the conclusion that there is a growing neo-fascist conspiracy to promote ultra-
nationalism, racism and division throughout Europe that leaves Britain dangerously open to its 
pernicious effects of violence and intolerance, something that is thoroughly un-British.    
 
Despite its media friendly and presentable image, Jobbik’s ideas are dangerous and inimical to 

British values. We want nothing to do with them.

Date of birth: 22nd June 1963, Budapest. 
 
Ms Morvai was elected to the European Parliament in June 2009. 1   
 
Leader in the European Parliament of the neo-fascist Jobbik party.  
 
Graduated from ELTE Faculty of Law in 1986.   
 
In 1989 she obtained a Masters of Law and a science degree from King’s 
College London.  
 
In the early 1990s she taught law in the United States. 
 
In 1995 she spent a year in Strasbourg with the European Commission for 
Human Rights. 2  
 
She is professor of law at Budapest University, a practising human-rights lawyer and the author of a 
book on domestic violence. 3  
 
2006 - Ousted as a member of the New York based United Nations Gender Rights committee (2002-
2006) after the Israeli government objected to comments she made about Arab women in the 
Palestinian territories. 
 
Ms Morvai was heavily criticized by the media for comments she made about Andrea Peto, a Jewish 
feminist and the Hungarian government’s proposed replacement for the post on the UN’s Gender 
rights committee.  
 
Referred to her as a “well known Zionista” and a “well-known Zionist activist”. 4

On Jews 

In July 2009 Ha'aretz, the respected centre-left Israeli newspaper, reported Ms Morvai as saying the 
following: 
   
“I would be glad if the so-called proud Hungarian Jews would go back to playing with their tiny little 
circumcised tail rather than vilifying me.”

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On Israel 
 
February 2009 - In an open letter to Israel’s Ambassador to Hungary Morvai said she “rejoiced” at 
the deaths of Israeli soldiers killed by Hamas terrorists in Gaza.  
 
"The only way to talk to people like you is by assuming the style of Hamas. I wish all of you lice-
infested, dirty murderers will receive Hamas' 'kisses.'"

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2.2 Jobbik – a movement for a better Hungary 

 
Jobbik is a neo-fascist party which proposes to abolish abortion, 
re-establish the death penalty and create a special police unit to 
deal with “gypsy delinquency.” 7  
 
It openly advocates for the forced migration of Hungary’s Roma 
population. 
 
Until October 2009, Jobbik had its own militia dressed in the 

colours of the Hungarian war time Nazi sympathising party, the 
Arrow Cross.  

 
The Arrow Cross collaborated with the Nazis and was responsible for the murder of thousands of 
Hungarian Jews.  
 
Budapest’s prosecutor said Jobbik was guilty of generating fear among minority groups, specifically 
the Roma, who make up 5% of the Hungarian population. 8 
 
"Freedom of association cannot get in the way of another's rights or freedom," he said. 
 

2.3 Anti-Gypsy  
The militia regularly marched through Roma ghettos in Hungary, stoking up ethnic tensions. 9 

 
During the European elections Jobbik came under fire for 
its anti-Gypsy rhetoric. It blamed the decline in Hungarian 
living standards, which has been badly affected by the 
global recession, on its Roma population.  
 
Hungarian sociologist Zoltán Pogatsa has described 
Jobbik's anti-Roma agenda as follows: "They tell people: 
look at how we are suffering in this economic crisis, while 
they (the Roma) take advantage of welfare payments 
from the state. There is a better way to spend the money 
they receive." 
 
According to Presse Europe, the European Union’s press 
agency, Hungarian police have suspected Jobbik’s 
recently banned militia of being involved in a fire 
bombing and shooting attack (23rd February 2009) on a 
Roma ghetto which saw the murder of a father and his 
four year old son.

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Press Europe reported that Hungarian police have acknowledged that the attacks were organized by 
Jobbik’s militia. Morvai believes that the deaths in Hungary were the likely result of inter-Roma 
feuding. 
 
An independent report into the murders found that the police refused to investigate the killings and 
it was suggested that the police actually impeded the investigation.  
 
Senior police officers subsequently admitted that racism in the ranks was an issue in the police force. 
The Hungarian Chief of Police, József Bencz, even recently acknowledged that the 'professional' style 
execution of the attack did in fact imply that the killers may have been soldiers or police officers. 
 
Morvai has denied Jobbik involvement and has claimed it was inter-gypsy warfare.  

2.4 Homophobia 

 
July 2007 – Jobbik supporters attacked a Gay Pride march in Budapest with eggs and bottles. 11   
 
July 2008 a Hungarian Gay Pride march in Budapest was attacked by Jobbik supporters. 48 people 
were arrested and 10 injured. The violence was reported by BBC news. 12  
 
Other videos, filmed by spectators, of the violence were posted on the internet. 13

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3 Relationship with the British National Party 

 
 

In October 2008 Nick Griffin addressed (see 
footnote for video link) a Jobbik rally in Hungary. 15 
 
In his maiden speech to the European parliament, 
Nick Griffin MEP praised Ms Morvai. 16  
 
16th May 2009 – Nick Griffin and Jobbik met in 
London to discuss greater cooperation between 
the two parties. 17 
 
Griffin met with Bela Kovacs (President of Foreign 
Affairs) and Zoltan Fuzessy (Jobbik International 
Relations) for two hours.  
 
According to Jobbik’s website Griffin said the two 

parties seemed to be a “natural and strong ally in the Central Eastern European region” and that 
they “share common interests and aims”.  
 
Jobbik said that Griffin stated that the “similarities between the two parties and their aims are a 
promising start for co-operation between the BNP and Jobbik in the future.” 
 
According to the BNP, Griffin also discussed “the European elections and how the two parties could 
co-operate to maximise their chances of winning seats in that election.” 
  
28th October 2009 - the BNP announced it has set-up a pan-European neo-fascist alliance along with 
Jobbik, the French Front National, Italy's Fiamma Tricolore, Sweden's National Democrats and 
Belgium's Front Nationalists. The new grouping aims to promote the extremist and divisive agenda in 
the European Parliament. 18   

 
10th November 2009 – Nick Griffin announced how his party is 
to set up a new party pan-European party calling itself the 
“Alliance of European National Movements”. The party would 
be headed by Kristina Morvai, Jean Marie Le Pen’s Front 
National and Nick Griffin.  
 
Griffin said each of the parties involved with the formation of 
the new party will submit a representative to a presidency body 

that will coordinate decisions. The presidency will then elect a 
chief. According to the European Parliament’s official journal, 
this has lead to speculation over a role for Griffin. 19
